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KNOW YOUR CITY CODE

We are using this section of our newsletter to familiarize residents with content found in the
official City Code book.

The City of Mountain Park follows the Fulton County Ordinances for leash laws.

1. Dog owners may not allow dogs to leave their property unleashed.

2. The leash may not be more than six feet long.

3. The leash must be in control of a competent person.
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. Dogs must be restrained to owner’s property by fence, wall or other enclosure.
. It is unlawful to tether a dog.

The Code Compliance Officer for the City of Mountain Park will issue a citation to

dog owners whose dogs are found to be off their leashes in public areas. If you have a
complaint about a dog off leash, please take pictures if possible, and provide them with your complaint.

MOUNTAIN PARK ENERGY EFFICIENCY GRANT - Please take note of the
following deadlines if you wish to participate in the Mountain Park Energy Efficiency Project. These
deadlines apply for residents that have not yet participated, and residents who have completed projects
but not yet reached the $3000.00 maximum rebate and wish to do another project. There is
approximately $12000 in unallocated funds available for this grant.

April 30: Deadline to submit Project Approval and Indemnification Form for any work that you
wish to undertake to be eligible for a rebate.

May 31: Deadline to complete project and pass final inspection. Please allow 1-2 weeks for an
inspection to be completed, and additional time for a re-inspection if the project fails the first inspection.

If you wish to participate in the program and have not yet had an energy audit please contact Home
Diagnostic Solutions as soon as possible at 770-822-3211 to schedule your audit. Please also complete
your Georgia Energy Challenge at http://www.georgiaenergychallenge.org and forward the email
confirming your energy savings pledge to mountainparkenergygrant@ gmail.com. Completing the
Georgia Energy Challenge is a requirement for any resident to receive benefits under this program,
including the energy audit.

The site is a wealth of information on tree growth and care.

FERTILIZER- Looking for ways to keep your yard green without polluting a stream?

Consider fertilizer options that are Earth friendly.

Using too much fertilizer may affect water quality in your area. Nutrients from fertilizers—usually phosphates—
enter rivers and streams and stimulate the growth of algae. Excessive algae growth harms oxygen levels in lakes
and ponds, thus killing fish and other aquatic life.

To help avoid this problem, try the following suggestions:

* Leave grass clippings on the lawn as a natural fertilizer.

* Test soil for nutrient levels.

- University of Georgia’s Cooperative Extension Service county offices offer a residential soil-testing program;
residents can submit a soil sample to be tested. - Independent laboratories also offer soil sampling.

* Use the tests to choose a fertilizer that adds only the needed nutrients. « Once vegetation is established, you
can reduce the amount of nitrogen you apply.

» Choose a fertilizer with a slow-release form of nitrogen to reduce the potential leaching into groundwater,
especially on sandy soils or to reduce loss from runoffe Do not apply fertilizer before heavy rain is forecasted.e
Sweep up fertilizer that is spread out on sidewalks instead of using water to wash it off.

Tip: If you are trying to have a greener lawn during the summer, then use iron (chelated iron or ferrous
sulfate) instead of nitrogen.
